Regulation 28 of the Pension Funds Act now allows up to 45% of a portfolio to be invested offshore. This gives balanced fund1
managers greater flexibility, however, coupled with continuous market volatility over the past 12 months, it has resulted in a vast
performance dispersion between balanced funds, especially over the short term.
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Choosing the right asset manager is now more crucial than ever

The way a manager applies their offshore allocation during times of volatility will separate ‘the masters from the apprentices'.
As at 31 December 2022, there was a 35% difference between the best- and worst-performing balanced funds1 in the ASISA
High Equity sector, which has over 200 funds. Even though this percentage difference decreases with investment tenor, the
rand value differences grow substantially: Over 20 years, your R1 million initial investment would have grown to R6 million with
the worst asset manager, and R12 million with the best manager.
